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1. In the midst of the COVID-19 pandemic, we want to provide a performance opportunity for your dancers, and this performance opportunity will have many layers to it, of which you as the director must adhere to in order for our overall team to accomplish this first-ever virtual “DANC’N ON THE PARKWAY” production. If you have participated in our past productions, this process will NOT be business as usual, as all production deadlines are much earlier than in the past.

Now that we received your application of interest, two more steps will take place through our office….the first will be your individual performers returning their individual applications, payment, and the signed agreement of release of which needs to be postal mailed to our office and then the second step will be the release of the choreography and choreography notes to the director!
2. In this email you will find an individual performer application and agreement of release. Each performer MUST submit an individual application, a signed agreement of release and also submit a $25.00 registration fee, no later than October 1st. The fee will cover the cost of the overall production, generally including a parade t-shirt and shipping, along with choreography provided to you, along with choreographer fees, processing and logistical fees, music clearance, and video editing and design fees. In the midst of this pandemic, WE WILL accept individual checks mailed by parents/guardians from their home address OR we will accept one large check from your studio (whatever works for your convenience). 
3. Once we receive at least one check from one of your performers, we will then release the link for choreography……. the musical track …….and choreography notes to the director!  Keep in mind, this will need to happen very quickly, as we will need your students to learn the choreography quickly and perfect it and prepare for taping.

4. We will ONLY accept individual videos of performers (Not in groups as listed in the first round of information). You or a parent/guardian will be responsible for taping the performer. The setting should be outside with a yard or park setting. The exact shot of each video should be head-to-toe. Keep in mind, our choreographer will give guidance on how to shoot your performance, as all choreography will be provided to you by our team. Performance videos will need to be submitted to a link that we will provide so the editing team can begin editing the numerous studio videos and build the performance to go into the virtual parade to be aired on Thanksgiving Day. Please know that October 10 will be a HARD deadline for video submissions. Details on the exact process and procedures will soon be released.

5. We are using “Danc’n In The Streets” as our performance music of which we ask the students to wear jeans and then any shoulder cover colored clothing/shirt/top to make the production look as though everyone came out of their homes to join in for a dance in the street. Individual clothing CANNOT have any words – logos – text on them. The parade shirt will NOT be used as part of this production, as it will then be a souvenir for each student.

6. Full submission of financial payments, individual applications, agreement of releases, and shirt sizes are due no later than October 1 – this is a HARD deadline!
7. Checks that are returned from the bank for insufficient funds will be returned to you and charged a 


$45.00 office processing fee and service charge. You will be eliminated from the 

Production, and will not be placed back into the cast until we receive a new check. 

     8. We hope you are excited about this very special performance opportunity, as we want to make 
certain that we keep your students active and performing during these unprecedented times.
     9. We will hold a zoom session in September 21 at 7:45 PM to fully discuss taping and processes so we
are all on the same page to ensure full quality control of the videos submitted. So, please do not 
tape anything until given further instructions!
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
